Photography And Conservation:  A Perfect Partnership

Last April I was privileged to spend a day at Fennessey Ranch in Refugio 
County, Texas.  This ranch is interesting because it is a remarkable conserva-
tion success story at a time when there is very little good news about the world’s 
shrinking wildlife habitats. 
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Fennessey Ranch is a very active participant in The Coastal Bend Region Wild-
life Habitat Education Program.  The mission of this organization is to raise 
public awareness and promote conservation of the precious and very important 
ecosystems within the Coastal Bend Region of Texas.  Almost all of the land in 
Texas is privately owned in huge parcels, mainly by ranchers who thereby con-
trol the future of the habitat for a very large and diverse wildlife population.   
 
The Coastal Bend Wildlife Photo Contest was created by this organization to 
promote cooperation among businesses, private landowners, and wildlife pho-
tographers to help fulfill this goal.  The process evolves in two year cycles and 
takes place as follows.  Each ranch bids on the photographer they would most 
like to have to represent their land in the contest.  Naturally, the photographers 
who have had the most success in the previous contests become the ones most 
sought after.  Once each participating land owner has acquired a photographer, 
the photographers spend a whole year on that land photographing everything 
wild that lives on it.  This includes plants, birds, insects, animals, and reptiles.   
 
At the end of that year each photographer submits a set number of images in 
each category (there are many) and during the coming year the winners are cho-
sen and a beautiful book, Wildlife in Focus, featuring the winning images is pro-
duced and sold.  A traveling photo exhibit also takes place which features the 
winning images and highlights the proud sponsors.  Another result is an educa-
tional program, Kritters 4 Kids, which is presented in local schools.  Ranchers 
and other land owners have become aware that their land has a value that can 
be enjoyed and give benefits for years to come without resorting to modern de-
velopment and destruction of habitat.  Ecotourism can increase income and co-
exist with the historical use of the land.  Research, education, hunting, fishing, 
bird watching, and photography are all activities that, if done carefully, do not 
destroy wildlife habitat and will provide income for the landowner. 
 
Fennessey Ranch was originally 750,000 acres in size but today is now 4000 
acres.  Much of the original ranch is still owned by descendants of the original 
owners.  The ranch owner, Brien O’Connor Dunn, decided in 1991 to begin ecot-
ourism on the ranch, beginning with hunting and bird watching.  The manager, 
Sally Crofutt, and her staff (all naturalists with various expertises) spent the day 
transporting us around in open vehicles called Pinzgauers.  They were a little 
apprehensive a first because photographers are not their usual customers to 
date.  They are more comfortable with hunters and birders.  Their concern dissi-
pated quickly when they

realized photographers know how to entertain themselves.  The minute the 
vehicles stopped, we were out over the land in a jiffy, photographing every-
thing that was alive, and the rare thing that was not.  As one of our group 
members remarked, the land itself initially had a rather unremarkable ap-
pearance but once you looked more carefully, there was an amazing array 
of natural plants, birds, animals, and insects just waiting to be discovered.   
 
At one point we arrived at a marsh area and found the ranch photographer 
for this year’s contest, Rolf Nussbaumer, busy at work.  We were requested 
not to bother him but of course, as soon as he left for another location, we 
were all down at the edge of the marsh to see what he had been photo-
graphing.  That is where we discovered the very unusual cattail toothpick 
grasshopper and the little green tree frog that was so kind to me at Photo 
Salon this year.  We had lunch on the bank of the Mission River, which 
boarders the ranch on three sides, and then we were off again.   
 
Other discoveries that day were the alligators, both big and small, the cot-
tonmouth snake, the cattle egrets, the rattlesnake flower, the horse crippler 
cactus, the spider lilies, several types of hawks and other birds of prey, and 
finally, the armadillo.  I had expressed my disappointment that I had not 
yet seen an armadillo and was afraid I was going to return home not having 
this experience.  The ranch crew then made it their mission to find me at 
least one.  After looking in the usual places it was decided that because it 
was a hot day, they would likely be in a difficult-to-get-to area that was 
shady and cool.  Sure enough, after a long, narrow, bumpy journey under 
the trees we saw our first one and shortly after that, several.  They are 
funny little animals with poor eyesight but keen noses, traveling through 
the shady underbrush scratching in the ground for roots to eat.  My day 
was complete. 
 
Our Texas host had a copy of Wildlife in Focus Book 3 on his coffee table in 
his home.  That book was in the hands of one of our group of seven all the 
time during the week we were there.   We couldn’t stop looking at it.  The 
images are so compelling and demonstrate the power photography provides 
as an effective conservation tool.  I now have my own copy.  On September 
6th the winners of this year’s contest will be announced and Book 4 will be 
published soon after.  I can’t wait.

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A Simple Lightroom 'Develop' Workflow 

 

Here's an easy and quick workflow using Lightroom which will let you 'Develop' your photos in most cases. 

 

First, in the Library module, highlight the photo to be worked on. Then click 'Develop' at the top and the picture 
will open up for you to work on. The first thing you should address is the cropping and straightening of the image. 
Click the crop tool at the lower left of the image, and choose either to lock the image by closing the padlock icon 
and use a predefined crop ratio, or unlock the padlock icon for freeform cropping. Place the cursor at the side or 
bottom of the image, and it will change to a double-headed arrow on a curve. Move this, and the image can be 
rotated to where you feel it is correct. Then move the rectangle's sides to achieve the crop you desire. Press enter. 
Note that the original image has not been altered, but you see the result of your changes. 

Now adjust the White Balance slider to achieve the colour temperature you desire. 

Look at the histogram at top right. For most images, it should just touch both sides of the scale, without going into 
clipping. Adjustments can be made with the 'Exposure' and 'Blacks' sliders to achieve this. Now look at the 
shadow and highlight detail in the picture. These can be adjusted by use of the 'Recovery' and Fill Light' sliders 

.  

You may have to slightly readjust the previous 2 sliders, as there is some interaction. 

 

When satisfied with the results (which are totally non-destructive to the original image) you can apply a little 
'Presence' by moving the 'Clarity', 'Vibrance' and 'Saturation' controls to your liking. There is also a noise reduc-
tion slider lower down the panel which can remove slight noise effectively. However, do not overdo it, or the 
'Sharpness' slider'. 

 

Finally, you can export the picture in whatever format and size you desire, or print directly from Lightroom.
